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15 companies to participate in this CC-Link Working 
Group.
As many vendors as possible are being invited to join the 
Working Group, regardless of whether they are CLPA 
members or not. This is a  great opportunity for you to be 
"a pioneer in the safety business."

CLPA will celebrate the fifth anniversary of its foundation on 
November 1 this year.
For the first two and a half years, CLPA was fully 
committed to a wide range of promotional and 
technological activities to increase the global awareness 
and acceptance of CC-Link. This included displaying CC-
Link systems at numerous exhibitions and defining new 
standards for "CC-Link/LT" and "CC-Link Ver. 2.0." These 
tireless efforts and CC-Link network's high-speed, 
deterministic performance quickly earned recognition from 
customers all over the world who used CC-Link compatible 
products manufactured by CLPA members.
During the next two years, CLPA built on this momentum 
by concentrating on global standardization. This involved 
considerable effort to attain approvals from the 
International Organization for Standardization (ISO) and 
China's national standard "GuoJia BiaoZhun (GB)."
Due to the widespread acceptance of CC-Link, at the end 
of March 2005 the number of association members jumped 
to 649 and the number of CC-Link products (nodes) 
delivered reached 2.74 million.These totals represent a 
fivefold increase since the formation of the CLPA. CC-Link 
is well on the path of becoming one of the most accepted 
industrial networks available.
